Progress toward proficiency is 
determined for each student 
who did not score proficient. 

Domain scores for the current year’s 
KELPA assessment are compared to 
the previous year’s KELPA assessment. 
Students may earn either Satisfactory 
Progress or Progress Not 
Demonstrated according to the 
comparison of the domain scores. For 
further information speak with your 
child’s teacher.
